Acky said if he had to tell some-one to join SAASTA he would tell them it is very good to be involved and to not be shame and to come and meet new people and he also said the Aboriginal Power Cup has improved his life by doing the workshops because he gets to find out more about stuff that interests him.
Acky said by doing the booklet it got him ready by making our team get more points by completing our tasks on time and getting a chance to play on AAMI Stadium.

He also said going to AAMI Stadium was heaps good because he got to see the AFL players live.
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
