Trischaye fully enjoyed the official dinner and the Blue Light Disco which was held and that she went to with her closest friends (Lisa, Rhiannon, Cheyanne, Kayla , Chenelle, Leticia and Tyra.

Overall Trischaye loved watching Port Adelaide Football Club play against Sydney Swans Football Club. She was disappointed that we didn’t get to play at AAMI Stadium due to the fact we didn’t complete all tasks, but the Girls’ Team won every game which was devastating for the whole Salisbury High Girls’ team. But throughout the experience Trischaye got to meet a range of Indigenous football players from Port Adelaide Football Club, successful sporting people and got to meet a lot of new Indigenous students in South Australia.  So overall Trischaye had a great time and is excited to play for the Aboriginal Power Cup this year.
The lessons learned for 2011 – complete all assignments by due dates, attend all subjects – attendance and commitment being the high priority at all times, otherwise no participation in the Power Cup.
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
